Notes for the Guidance of Storytellers

One of the Shaggy Dog Storytellers Club’s aims is to encourage storytellers of all abilities to build confidence, improve skills and provide a platform for performance.

Observing guest and other storytellers should be a valuable learning experience for all who aspire  to improve their art.

There are two opportunities to tell a story on Club nights:


1. Last Session after a Guest.


What is wanted here are LIGHT, SHORT stories, not more than 6 minutes long.


(Someone on for 18 minutes deprives two others of a chance).


2. Nights devoted to Stories from the Floor.

Here more serious stories can be tried out but inexperienced storytellers who have not yet gained a reputation would do well to limit themselves to 10 minutes.

So with all this in mind – Do you want to tell a story ?

Ask yourself the following questions.


1. Do you know the story totally ?


2. Have you told the story to anyone ?


3. Is the story appropriate to the time and venue ?


4. How long does it take ?

Remember – You want to do well.
